On August 28, 1963 at Lincoln Memorial, Washington DC, Martin Luther King Jr
said in his “I have a Dream” speech,

“I have a dream today! I have a dream that one day every valley shall be exalted, and
every hill and mountain shall be made low, the rough places will be made plain, and the
crooked places will be made straight; and the glory of the Lord shall be revealed and all
flesh shall see it together. (Isaiah 40:4-5) This is our hope, and this is the faith that I go
back to the South with.”

Delivered to over 200,000 civil rights supporters, the speech is often considered to
be one of the greatest and most notable speeches in human history and was ranked the top
American speech of the 20th century by a 1999 poll of scholars of public address.
